Proposed Scope of Work

Los Angeles County Department of Public Works proposes the abandonment of observation
well 35T'34 (FCD# 504A), following are details of the proposed project and includes a list of
equipment, project duration and additional information that could affect the surrounding habitat.

The following report is an evaluation from LA County Department of Public Works geologist and
steps to be taken towards properly abandoning this well.

“If Observation Well 35T'24 is to be abandoned, it should be destroyed by perforating the in-
place casing and then pressure grouting it. LA County Public Department of Works has found
report the casing is a 12-inch diameter. The well record in Water Resources Division files
reports a total depth of 740 feet for the well, but during field investigations the well was sounded
at a depth of 525 feet, as of April 21st of this year, therefore the well may have one or more
obstructions that will need to be cleared. It appears, however, the first issue to be dealt with is
obtaining a Coastal Development Permit and working with Los Cerritos Wetlands Authority and
address impacts of the abandonment operation on the vegetation and wildlife at the site.

In order to ascertain temporary
impacts on the site, | contacted
several drilling companies to find
out what equipment would be
required for the abandonment. In
general, they indicated a drill-rig
and a support truck would be
needed for the first part of the
operation, the clearing of any
obstructions and the perforating
of the steel casing. Both trucks are
likely to be about 9 feet wide and
perhaps 35 to 40 feet long. Later,
during grouting, a cement mixer
would also be required on site,
although by then the drill rig would
no longer be needed. Toward the
end of the abandonment, an
excavation will need to be made around the casing so that it can be cut off at a depth of about 5
feet. The upper part of the casing will be filled with grout, which is supposed to overflow and
form a mushroom-like cap on the top of the casing. Then the hole will be filled with dirt to restore
the ground surface to its original level. The entire operation should take one to two weeks,
depending on the nature of the obstruction(s).

Once the Wetlands Authority approves the concept of the project, we can proceed with the
Request for Bids. As part of the bidding process, we will schedule a mandatory field meeting for
potential bidders.”
